

MLA 7.0 Bibliography Format Revised 9-24-2012

Rules for Writing a Works Cited Page

1. Begin on a new page and title the list “Works Cited”.  Center the title.

2. Alphabetize the list by the last name of the authors (or editors); if a work has no author or editor, alphabetize by the first word of the title other than A, An, or The.

3. Use hanging indents and double space all entries.
4. Italicize the titles of sources when word processing and underline them when writing them by hand.

5. URL is only required if the web site is obscure and can’t be found by using a search engine like Google or if teacher requires it!
